2. Who is Peter writing to?  Where are the provinces of Pontus, Galatia, Cappodocia, Asia, and Bithynia?  



3. Explain what the “sanctifying work of the Spirit” is.  (1 Thessalonians 5:19-24)



4. Explain the significance of what it means to be “sprinkled with His blood”.  (Hebrews 9:19-25)



5. In what ways is an inheritance imperishable?



6. Why do we need to be “protected”?  Protected from what?  How is our salvation protected and why does it need to be?



7. Why is our salvation not revealed until the “last time”?



8. How was their faith being “tested by fire”?  What does it mean to be tested by fire?  (1 Corinthians 3:11-15)



9. Note the fact that those Peter was writing to had not seen Jesus.  How does the fact that they have not seen Jesus affect their overall perspective and faith?  (John 20:26-29)



10. What is the meaning of verses 11 and 12?  What were the prophets longing for?  What was special about these times?  (Romans 8:18-20)
