1 Peter 1:13-25

1. As believers our hope should be in what is to come.  When we live with this in mind, what should be different about our lives?  (Philippians 1:6; Titus 2:11-14)



2. Our desire should be to be holy, set apart, for His service.  How can we live holy lives?  Give specific ways that you can live a more holy life this week.  (Romans 12:2)




3. The fact that Jesus died for us should also affect our attitudes toward sin.  How can we live separate from the world, but still in it? 



4. Give some practical ways that we can love each other from the heart.  If you love someone, what do you do for that person?  Think about your family.  Is there anything you wouldn’t do for your father?  Your mother?  A brother or sister?  (1 John 4:15-21; James 2:15-17)



5. God’s Word is the source of our direction and guidance in righteous living.  How can we know how to live if we don’t spend time in His Word?  (Hebrews 4:12; 1 Thessalonians 2:13; 2 Timothy 3:16-17)
