What does it mean in verse 13 when it says “which also performs its work”?  What does the word “its” point to?





In what ways was the Thessalonian church like the churches in Judea?





What “wrath” has come (verse 16) and to whom has it come?





Who could Satan “thwart” Paul’s plans?  Does Satan interfere with our plans?





How were the people at Thessalonica crowns for Paul?  Explain this concept in the context of verses 19-20.
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
