(2 Cor 5:8 NASB)





For our citizenship is in heaven, from which also we eagerly wait for a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ;    (Phil 3:20 NASB)





who will transform the body of our humble state into conformity with the body of His glory, by the exertion of the power that He has even to subject all things to Himself.    (Phil 3:21 NASB)





For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who have fallen asleep in Jesus.    (1 Th 4:14 NASB)





For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trumpet of God; and the dead in Christ shall rise first.    (1 Th 4:16 NASB)

(2 Th 2:12 NASB)





For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all men,    (Titus 2:11 NASB)





instructing us to deny ungodliness and worldly desires and to live sensibly, righteously and godly in the present age,    (Titus 2:12 NASB)





looking for the blessed hope and the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, Christ Jesus;    (Titus 2:13 NASB)





who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself a people for His own possession, zealous for good deeds.    (Titus 2:14 NASB)





Therefore, since we have so great a cloud of witnesses surrounding us, let us also lay aside every encumbrance, and the sin which so easily entangles us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us,    (Heb 12:1 NASB)





fixing our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.    (Heb 12:2 NASB)
