Supplemental Questions

1. Read verses 1-2.  How should we view fellow Christians?  Think about  your own family.  Most of us would go to extraordinary lengths to help our biological family.  To what lengths would we try to help our spiritual family?



2. What is a “widow indeed”?  What is different about these widows?  Whose responsibility should these widows be?



3. What about all the other widows?  Should the church be responsible for them?  If not, who should?



4. Explain Paul’s words concerning young widows.  Why are they not to be assisted in the same way that older widows are?



5. What is an elder?  What guidelines are being given concerning elders?



6. Why would these guidelines be necessary?



7. Explain verse 21.  With whom are we supposed to ensure that we are not partial towards?  Why?  Why not?



8. Read verse 22.  Does it mean that we are responsible for others’ sins if we ordain them?



9. Does verse 23 mean that it’s OK to drink wine?



10. Explain verses 24-25.
