2. For what purpose were Saul and Barnabas sent away from the church?



3. Who was with them on this journey?



4. Who was Bar-Jesus, and what did he have against Saul and Barnabas?  Why?



5. Read verse 8.  Why did Saul choose, from this point forward, to be called Paul?



6. Was Paul afraid to face the magician?  What was the result of Paul’s confrontation with Elymas?



7. Why did John Mark leave them after departing from Perga?



8. What were Paul and Barnabas asked to do in verse 15 at the synagogue in Pisidian Antioch (not the same Antioch where they came from)? Why do you think they were asked this?



9. What was the core of the message that Paul brought to the people in the synagogue? 



10. Describe the reaction of the people to Paul’s message.



11. Note that they remained there a full week, and the next week the synagogue was overflowing with people.  What was the reaction of the leadership?  In what ways were they blaspheming?



12. What was the reaction of the Gentiles when they heard that the gospel was also for them?



13. And what was the result of the Gentiles becoming Christians?



14. How did Paul and Barnabas react to the persecution that came in Pisidian Antioch? 



15. Read verse 52.  How often were the disciples filled with the Holy Spirit?

Think about what happened with John Mark.  What is your level of commitment to the work that God has for you?  Are you ready to confront the evil of the world the way Paul confronted Elymas?
