Returning to Antioch – Acts 14

1. Where did Paul and Barnabas teach first when they arrived in Iconium?  Why?



2. What kind of effect did their teaching have on the people there?



3. Read verse 2.  Notice that the Jews did not stand alone against Paul and Barnabas, but also tried to get some of the Gentiles to stand against them.



4. Did Paul and Barnabas back down?  How were they able to continue in their work there?



5. Why did Paul and Barnabas leave Iconium rather than face the harsh persecution that may have come to them there?



6. Read verse 9.  What were Paul’s criteria for healing this man who had been lame from birth?



7. How did the crowd react to the healing?  What did they think about Paul and Barnabas?



8. Paul’s response to the crowd was that he was an ordinary man, like them, but that one thing distinguished him.  What was that?



9. What was God’s witness that he left before the Gentiles, even as he allowed them to go their own ways?



10. Notice in verse 19 where the Jews came from who talked the crowd into stoning Paul.  Notice how abruptly the people of Lystra turned on him.



11. Do you remember our discussion on stoning when Stephen was stoned?  Do you think that the crowd certainly thought that Paul was dead?  Notice how quickly he got up, and that he traveled the next day!



12. The apostles’ return journey took them back through Lystra, Iconium and Pisidian Antioch.  How do you think the people in those cities responded to their return?



13. Read verse 23.  Why was it important for Paul and Barnabas to select Elders in each of the churches that had been established?



14. What happened when they finally returned to Antioch?
