4. What was different about the people in Berea?  What can we learn from their attitude toward Paul’s teaching?



5. When they were forced to leave Berea, why did Paul separate from Silas and Timothy?



6. Where did Paul go when he arrived in Athens?  What was his observation about Athens?  Why was this significant?



7. Who were the Epicureans and the Stoics?  Why were they at all interested in what Paul had to say?



8. Notice Paul’s method for beginning a conversation at the Aereopagus.  Why did he begin the way he did?  



9. Read verse 27.  Did God create man to seek Him?  Do all men seek Him?  In verse 30, what are “the times of ignorance”?  How do you think the Stoics and Epicureans reacted to such a statement?



10. What statement ultimately caused many of those at the Aereopagus to sneer at Paul’s teaching?  Why is this?

What idols do we as Americans hold dear?  If Paul were preaching to people in the U.S. today, where would he begin?  How would our nation react?
