1. Remember the healing that occurred in last week’s lesson.  Why were the apostles arrested?



2. Why were the Sadducees, in particular, against their teaching?



3. What was the result of their teaching in the temple?  How many people believed?



4. What was the purpose of the gathering of “rulers and elders and scribes…and all who were of high-priestly descent?”



5. Explain the question posed to them by the gathering.  What were they concerned about?  Look at Peter’s response.  What was Peter’s purpose in responding the way that he did?



6. Notice the response of the leaders after Peter’s response.  They identified them as having been with Jesus.  They were amazed at the teaching, even though they realized that they were uneducated men.



7. What was the finding of the Council?  Notice Peter and John’s response to being told they could not speak in the name of Jesus.



8. When Peter and John got back to their friends, and told them what happened, what was the first thing they did?  Why?



9. Read verse 32.  Why was there such unity among the body?  How could we achieve this same kind of unity today?



10. What was the response of those believers who had means to those who were in need?  Why would they do this?



11. Who was the noteworthy donor in verse 36-37?  Why was his gift significant?  Why is it important that he was a Levite?
