5. How old was Moses when he stood up for the Hebrew man?  What was his motivation in helping the Hebrew?  Did Moses know about his heritage and the God of his fathers?



6. What scared Moses about the response that the Egyptian gave him during their fight (verses 27-28)?



7. How old was Moses when he encountered God in the burning bush?



8. What were the sins of the people when Moses was receiving the law?  Why do you think they gave up their faith so quickly?



9. Why did Stephen introduce David and Solomon’s building of the temple?



10. Read verse 52.  What did Stephen accuse them of?  Who did Stephen compare the council to?  What provoked them to rush on Stephen to kill him?
