Hebrews 6:4-6

This passage is among a group of verses dealing with the maturity of the Hebrews.  It deals specifically with going beyond doctrine, and into practice of the faith.  The verses mentioned deal with those who are and have been a part of the fellowship of the believers, but those who were not saved.  This is how they are “partakers of the Holy Spirit” and how they have “tasted the good word of God and the powers of the age to come.”   These individuals, like none other in the history of the world, were experiencing the power of the Holy Spirit at work in the church.  The verses here deal with the fact that if those people could not believe in those circumstances, then they will never believe.  Not only that, but theirs will be a greater punishment because they “played church.”

Galatians 5:4,7

This passage is very similar to the one above.  In fact, this passage deals with those who have proclaimed Christ, but then are seeking to fulfill the requirements of the Law.  If the individuals, after knowing
