The Passover (Exodus 11 & 12)

Background (Exodus 7 – 10)

· Moses is told by God to approach Pharoah and to tell him to “let His people go”.

· Pharoah did not, and God sends 10 plagues to the people of Egypt to show that He is the true God.  Each time Pharoah says that he will release the people, but does not.

· The plagues were:

· Water of the Nile turns to blood

· Swarms of Frogs

· Gnat infestation

· Swarms of insects

· Disease among the animals

· Boils on man and animals

· Hail destroys plants

· Locusts eat everything left

· Darkness for 3 days

· Death of the first-born (the Passover)

· The people of Israel marked their doors with the blood of the passover lamb, and the angel of death “passed over” their houses.  All other first born, among man and animal, in the land of Egypt died.

The Rite of Passover and Christ

· Take a lamb and slay it.  It must be unblemished (Ex. 12:5; 1 Peter 1:17-19)

· After the lamb was slain, the blood of the lamb was to be placed on the top of the door and on its posts (Ex. 12:7, 22; John 19:2, 20:25)

· The lamb was to be of their own household, unless they were too poor to own one (Ex. 12:4,46)

· The lamb was to be roasted, and eaten in its entirety with unleavened bread.  Any left over was to be burned (Ex. 12:9-10)

· Do not break the bones of the passover lamb (Ex. 12:46, John 19:32-37, Ps. 34:20)
