Other post-resurrection appearances (from the Ryrie Study Bible notes for John 20:1):


The order of Christ's appearances after His resurrection seems to be as follows: 


(1) to Mary Magdalene and the other women (John 20:11-18; Matt. 28:8-10; Mark 16:9-10); 


(2) to Peter, probably in the afternoon (Luke 24:34; 1 Cor. 15:5); 


(3) to the disciples on the Emmaus road toward evening (Mark 16:12; Luke 24:13-32); 


(4) to the disciples, except Thomas, in the upper room (John 20:19-25; Luke 24:36-43); 


(5) to the disciples, including Thomas, on the next Sunday night (John 20:26-29; Mark 16:14); 


(6) to seven disciples beside the Sea of Galilee (John 21:1-24); 


(7) to the apostles and more than 500 brothers and James, the Lord's half brother (1 Cor. 15:6-7); 


(8) to those who witnessed the ascension (Matt. 28:18-20; Mark 16:19; Luke 24:44-53; Acts 1:3-12).
