Ryrie Study Bible:

Vs. 40:15  Job is invited to consider the Behemoth, usually believed to be the hippopotamus. The Lord's point is this: Since I made both the behemoth and you, Job, and you cannot control even this fellow creature, how dare you think of usurping My place!

behemoth (KJV): [Behemowth <Strong's H930>,] Perhaps an extinct dinosaur, maybe a Diplodocus or Brachiosaurus, the exact meaning is unknown. Some translate as elephant or hippopotamus but from the description in \\#Job 40:15-24\\, this is patently absurd.

Believer’s Study Bible:

God made the "behemoth" (Heb.), and God made people. Both stand before Him, one physically strong and the other weak in comparison. From the description, scholars have usually concluded the "behemoth" was a hippopotamus, although it could refer to an animal that is now extinct. There follows a figurative description emphasizing the animal's strength (vv. 17, 18).

Matthew Henry’s Commentary:

Verses 15-24. God, for the further proving of his own power, describes two vast animals, far exceeding man in bulk and strength. Behemoth signifies beasts. Most understand it of an animal well known in Egypt, called the river-horse, or hippopotamus. This vast animal is noticed as an argument to humble ourselves before the great God; for he created this vast animal, which is so fearfully and wonderfully made. Whatever strength this or any other creature has, it is derived from God. He that made the soul of man, knows all the ways to it, and can make the sword of justice, his wrath, to approach and touch it. Every godly man has spiritual weapons, the whole armour of God, to resist, yea, to overcome the tempter, that his never-dying soul may be safe, whatever becomes of his frail flesh and mortal body.
