Money and the Bible

The word “money” appears 150 times in 131 verses in the NASB translation of the Bible, and 123 times in 121 verses in the NIV.

1. In what ways are we motivated by money?  Are we ever satisfied that we have enough money?  (Ecc. 5:10; Mark 14:10-11; John 12:4-6)

2. We are warned time and again in The Word about the evil influence of money.  Describe some of the ways that money can interfere with what God has for us to do.  (Matt. 19:24; Luke 16:13-15; Acts 5:1-10)

3. How does God use money in a positive way to bring about his purposes?

4. In what ways does God’s plan for us and for our money differ from the world’s view of what we should be?  Give at least one example of how God’s plan for our finances is radically different from the world’s.  (James 2:1-10; 1 John 4:4-11; 1 Tim 6:17-19; Rom 12:2; Deut. 15:1-3)

5. Explain how following some of the principles that God has laid out in His Word would change the way the world operates today.
