	Edom is judged because of its treatment of Jacob.


Condemns the nation of Edom (descended from Esau) for refusing to act as a brother toward Judah (descended from Jacob).

History/Background:

· Written about 840 BC.

· One of 12 Obadiahs in the Old Testament (or this one is completely different, meaning that there are 13).

· Edom was the nation from the descendants of Esau (Genesis 25:25-34).

Storyline:

· Edom is an arrogant nation.

· They will be destroyed.

· They were violent to Jacob.

· They were aloof.

· Their destruction will be complete

· It will not wait on the judgment of the nations.

Questions for Thought:

· Who are the Edomites?  What was their sin against God?

· What is unique about the book of Obadiah as it compares to the other minor prophets that we’ve studied?

· What is the way of repentance and reconciliation for Edom?

· What is Edom’s destruction?  When does it take place?

· Who will escape the destruction mentioned?

What can we learn from Obadiah?

· God’s judgment can be absolute and final, and will be one day for all nations.


· God remains true to His promises (Edom was destroyed finally and completely in 70 AD).
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
