	The sins of Judah will continue to plague the nation.  Build the temple and bring honor to God, preparing the way for Messiah.


Like Haggai, Zechariah exhorts the Jews to complete the construction of the Temple.  He relates it to the coming of Messiah in a series of visions and messianic prophecies.

History/Background:

· Placed same timeframe as Haggai, about 520-516 BC.

· Same context as Haggai, just prior to, and building the 2nd temple.

Storyline:

· Judgment is declared for the nations surrounding Israel.

· Promise of a coming king who will offer complete salvation.

· He comes first as a humble leader

· He comes again as a conquering king

· The analogy of the shepherds & staffs

· The salvation of Judah

· Christ’s second coming and His kingdom

Questions for Thought:

· Explain the meaning of verses 6-8 of chapter 9.  How will the Philistines be a remnant for God?  (Is. 56:3 ff)

· Locate the fulfillment of the prophecy of verse 9 of chapter 9.

· Who is the cornerstone in 10:4?  What people will fight in the great battle described here?

· Locate the fulfillment of the prophecy of verses 12-13 in chapter 11.

· Who is the shepherd in chapter 13?  What is the meaning of verse 7?

· Look at the plague in 14:12.  Does it remind you of anything?

What can we learn from the second part of Zechariah?
