	The destruction of Nineveh.


About 125 years after Nineveh repented under the preaching of Jonah, Nahum predicted the destruction of the city because of its idolatry and brutality.

History/Background:

· The book was written between 663 and 612 BC

· Predicts the fall of Nineveh

· Nineveh has turned from its repentance after the preaching of Job

· Occurs about 100 years after the revival

· Nineveh was overthrown by Babylon in 612 BC.

Storyline:

· God’s anger is shown against Nineveh

· God promises judgment against Nineveh/Assyria

· Nineveh will be destroyed in a mighty battle and will be plundered

· The destruction will be complete and final

· Nineveh will be made to look foolish in the sight of the world

· The world will rejoice in its destruction

· It will be destroyed by water and fire.

Questions for Thought:

· How was Nineveh destroyed?  (2:6, 3:13-15)

· What happened between the revival that occurred in the book of Jonah and the destruction that is predicted (and fulfilled in 612 BC) in Nahum?

· What were the sins of the Assyrians?

· Why were they not given a chance to change?

· What happens to Israel/Judah in the book of Nahum?

· God is slow to anger.
