	The sins of Judah will continue to plague the nation.  Build the temple and bring honor to God, preparing the way for Messiah.


Like Haggai, Zechariah exhorts the Jews to complete the construction of the Temple.  He relates it to the coming of Messiah in a series of visions and messianic prophecies.

History/Background:

· Placed same timeframe as Haggai, about 520-516 BC.

· Same context as Haggai, just prior to, and building the 2nd temple.

Storyline:

· Call to rebuild the temple.

· Judgment has come on the world because of their treatment of Judah

· Judah is scattered because of their sins

· God will cleanse them through the sacrifice of the Branch

· The building of the temple is paving the way for Messiah

· God calls on the people to repent and return to Him.

Questions for Thought:

· What do the horses in 1:8, 6:1-8 represent?

· What were the 4 horns?  What were they used for?  Why are there 4 of them?

· Is chapter 2 talking about events surrounding the building of the second temple or something else?

· Read chapter 3 carefully.  Explain the analogy that is used with Joshua.

· Explain the analogy of the lampstands.  Who or what are the lamps?  Who or what are the olive branches?

· What is the flying scroll?  What is its purpose?

· What do the woman and the measuring basket represent?

· Explain the meaning of 6:12-14.  Who is the Branch?

· List the admonitions in 7:8-14.  Why does God mention these specifically?

What can we learn from the first part of Zechariah?

· Prepare for God’s work in His kingdom.


· Listen to what He has for us to do.


· Live rightly and treat others with love and respect.


· Honor Him in the actions that we take.
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
