Appears 48 times in the Old Testament, most often in Genesis and the book of Job.  In Genesis and Exodus, it references the covenant between God and Abraham.





A note from Genesis 17:1 from the Ryrie Study Bible:





God Almighty. Heb., El Shaddai. Shaddai is derived from a related word that means "mountain," thus picturing God as the overpowering, almighty One, standing on a mountain.








The use of El Shaddai, God Almighty, is a statement of the majesty and power of God.  It is a statement that God is THE God, the One and Only, all powerful God.





Now when Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to Abram and said to him, "I am God Almighty; Walk before Me, and be blameless.    (Gen 17:1 NASB)





God spoke further to Moses and said to him, "I am the LORD, and I appeared to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, as God Almighty, but by My name, LORD, I did not make Myself known to them.    (Exo 6:2-3 NASB)





And she said to them, "Do not call me Naomi; call me Mara, for the Almighty has dealt very bitterly with me.  "I went out full, but the LORD has brought me back empty. Why do you call me Naomi, since the LORD has witnessed against me and the Almighty has afflicted me?"    (Ruth 1:20-21 NASB)





"For the arrows of the Almighty are within me; Their poison my spirit drinks; The terrors of God are arrayed against me.    (Job 6:4 NASB)





He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High Will abide in the shadow of the Almighty.  I will say to the LORD, "My refuge and my fortress, My God, in whom I trust!"    (Psa 91:1-2 NASB)
