Introduction to Numbers





The Book of Numbers reviews the history of the Israelites from the time they arrived at Mount Sinai until they reached the


Plains of Moab almost 40 years later. 





The book consists of three parts: 





1. Events at Mount Sinai, 1:1 -- 10:10 





After the Israelites had been at Mount Sinai for about one year, the Lord commanded that a census be taken of all the men 20


years and older. The census revealed there were 603,550 men qualified to serve in the army of Israel. 





2. The Events in the 38-year Wilderness Wanderings, 10:11 -- 21:35 





On the twentieth day of the second month in the second year, the Lord lifted the cloud of His presence from the Tabernacle


and the Israelites followed the cloud as it moved toward Kadesh-barnea, about 160 miles to the north. It was not long,


however, before there was mass complaining and rebellion (Numbers 11:1-10; Psalms 78:30-37; 106:13-14). Finally the


Israelites arrived at Kadesh-barnea, where the people insisted on investigating the Promised Land before attempting to enter


(Numbers 13 -- 14; Deuteronomy 1:22-40). 





Twelve spies were sent out and when they returned 40 days later (Numbers 13:25), 10 of them strongly protested that they


could not conquer the land because of giants and great fortified cities. Though Joshua and Caleb pleaded: The Lord is with us.


Do not fear them (13:30; 14:9). But the congregation bade stone them (Joshua and Caleb) (14:10). 





The Israelites' rebellion resulted in 38 wasted years wandering in the wilderness until all the people 20 years old and older had


died. Only Joshua and Caleb, the two men of faith from the first generation, later entered the land. 





Another outbreak of rebellion took place as Korah, Dathan, Abiram, and 250 prominent men of the assembly gathered to


oppose the authority of Moses and Aaron. God vindicated Moses' authority with an earthquake and the earth split apart to


swallow up the opposition. Not willing to recognize this tragedy as judgment from God, the people condemned Moses and


Aaron, and this time 14,700 complainers died (16:49; 17:10). 





Still later, when the people again complained against Moses, thousands were bitten by poisonous serpents and died. Moses


interceded in prayer and God directed him to place a brass serpent on a pole so all who looked upon it would live (21:4-9). 





Heading north, the Israelites were confronted by Sihon, king of the Amorites, and Og, the king of Bashan. Israel defeated both


in battle and occupied their territories on the eastern side of the Jordan and the Dead Sea (21:21-35). 





3. Events on the Plains of Moab: Instructions for conquest, 22:1 -- 36:13 





In anticipation of their entry into Canaan, the Israelites gathered on the desert Plains of Moab. These plains are located north of


the Dead Sea, east of the Jordan River, across from Jericho, about 230 miles from Mount Sinai. This was followed by the


efforts of Balak, Balaam, and the Midianites to defeat the people of God by seducing them through immorality. And because of


their immorality, 24,000 Israelites died (22:12; 25:1-9). God demanded the death of all Midianites and Balaam they slew with


the sword (31:1-18).
