Creation





What was created on each of the days of creation?  (See Genesis Chapter 1)





Who created?





In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.    (Gen 1:1 NASB)





And He [Jesus] is the image of the invisible God, the first-born of all creation.  For by Him all things were created, both in the heavens and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities-- all things have been created by Him and for Him. And He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together.    (Col 1:15-17 NASB)





In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He was in the beginning with God. All things came into being by Him, and apart from Him nothing came into being that has come into being.    (John 1:1-3 NASB)








The days were literal, 24-hour days.





As many of you have probably heard before, the Hebrew word “yom” can mean a literal 24-hour day or an “age” or “period of time”.  There’s one important distinction between the use here, and where it is used to mean “age”.  Here, it is used with an ordinal number.  Read the notes from Ryrie’s Study Bible:





Vs. 1:5  And there was evening and there was morning, one day (better, day one). Later Jewish reckoning began the day with eventide (Lev. 23:32). That may be the reason for the order here, or it may simply mean that one day-night cycle was completed. Since daytime closes at evening and the night ends with the morning, the phrase indicates that the first day and night had been completed. Evening and morning cannot be construed to mean an age, but only a day; everywhere in the Pentateuch the word day, when used (as here) with a numerical adject
