Flies everywhere except Goshen (Ex. 8:20-32)


Livestock of the Egyptians die, but not of the Hebrews (Ex. 9:1-7)


Boils break out on the Egyptians and their beasts (Ex. 9:8-12)


Hail destroys man, animal and plants in Egypt, but not Goshen (Ex. 9:13-35)


Locusts destroy the remaining plants (Ex. 10:1-20)


Darkness over all the land except the sons of Israel (Ex. 10:21-29) [Not given a chance this time]


Death of all the first born; the Passover (Ex. 11:4-9; 12:29-36)
