Background





After staying in the area of Mt. Sinai for 11 months, the Israelites move on.





They come to the area of Kadesh-barnea and send spies into the land that God has given them to conquer.





The Spies (Numbers 13)





Twelve spies are sent into Canaan, one from each of the twelve tribes of Israel.





The spies come back with a bad report.  The people are scared.





Only Joshua and Caleb bring back good reports.





God condemns the Israelites to wander in the desert for an entire generation, vowing that only Joshua and Caleb will survive from the existing generation.





More Background





Moses strikes a rock to produce water instead of speaking, and they are again not allowed to enter Canaan.  (Numbers 20:2-13)





Aaron dies at Mt. Hor, and Eleazar (his son) becomes chief priest.  (Numbers 20)





Moses dies at Mt. Nebo, and God buries him.  (Deuteronomy 34)





Rahab the harlot hides the spies sent by Joshua (Joshua 2).





The Israelites cross the Jordan on dry land.  (Joshua 3)





Joshua leads a repentance among the Israelites.  They are circumcised, and celebrate the passover for the first time since the Exodus.  (Joshua 4)





Jericho  (Joshua 6)





God promises the city of Jericho to the Israelites.





The Israelites march around Jericho…no one entered or left the city because of the threat of the Israelites.
