2. What level of commitment do we have to our relationship with Christ?  Are we willing to die for Him?


3. What is the conflict that Paul is facing in verses 22-23?  (Galatians 2:20)


4. Describe Paul’s role in the growth of Christians in Philippi.


5. List behaviors that would be worthy of the gospel of Christ.   


6. What is the one characteristic of the church that Paul hopes to find when he returns to Philippi?


7. Explain what it means in verse 28 when it says that it “is a sign of destruction for them, but of salvation for you” (NASB)  --- for all you NIV fans, “a sign to them that they will be destroyed, but that you will be saved”.

8. How were the people in the church suffering for Christ?


9. Do we have to suffer for our belief in Christ?  Are there ways that we are called to stand up for Christ or that we are persecuted for Christ?
