Contrast this verse with Matthew 24:14, “all nations” which uses the word ethnos e;qnoj.  The word anthropos can be used in singular or plural.  Where it is singular, it always means a single man.  Where it is plural, it is referred to as a group of men, but the statement applies to each individual within that group.  For example, if I were to say “All men who enter the contest have an equal chance to win” it would be clear that a group of men was not going to win the contest and that the chances were not for the group.  Instead, we know that a single individual will win, and that each individual has the same chance.  The use of the word anthropos means exactly that when it’s plural, and when it’s used with the word “all” as in this verse.  Other verses where this phrase occur are:  Romans 12:18; 1 Corinthians 15:19; 2 Corinthians 3:2, 1 Timothy 4:10.  Notice in each of these cases, all men is clearly each individual in a group of men.  Take note of 1 Timothy 4:10.

Notice in this passage that first, Christ died once for all.  What does that mean?  It means that His death was sufficient for the salvation of all.  Does that mean that all will be saved?  No.  However, how can it be sufficient for all if not all have an opportunity for salvation?  Notice also that God was patient toward men here the same way his is unto salvation in 2 Peter 3:9.  Same word.

NOTE: “having children who believe” is part of his responsibility…in order to be an elder.  The father is being held accountable for his children’s salvation.
