NAU Matthew 9:14 Then the disciples of John came to Him, asking, "Why do we and the Pharisees fast, but Your disciples do not fast?"

NAU Matthew 9:15 And Jesus said to them, "The attendants of the bridegroom cannot mourn as long as the bridegroom is with them, can they? But the days will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, and then they will fast

NAU Matthew 25:1 "Then the kingdom of heaven will be comparable to ten virgins, who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom.

NAU Matthew 25:2 "Five of them were foolish, and five were prudent.

NAU Matthew 25:3 "For when the foolish took their lamps, they took no oil with them,

NAU Matthew 25:4 but the prudent took oil in flasks along with their lamps.

NAU Matthew 25:5 "Now while the bridegroom was delaying, they all got drowsy and began to sleep.

NAU Matthew 25:6 "But at midnight there was a shout, 'Behold, the bridegroom! Come out to meet him.'

NAU Matthew 25:7 "Then all those virgins rose and trimmed their lamps.

NAU Matthew 25:8 "The foolish said to the prudent, 'Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.'

NAU Matthew 25:9 "But the prudent answered, 'No, there will not be enough for us and you too; go instead to the dealers and buy some for yourselves.'

NAU Matthew 25:10 "And while they were going away to make the purchase, the bridegroom came, and those who were ready went in with him to the wedding feast; and the door was shut.

NAU Matthew 25:11 "Later the other virgins also came, saying, 'Lord, lord, open up for us.'

NAU Matthew 25:12 "But he answered, 'Truly I say to you, I do not know you.'

NAU Matthew 25:13 "Be on the alert then, for you do not know the day nor the hour.

NAU John 3:28 "You yourselves are my witnesses that I said, 'I am not the Christ,' but, 'I have been sent ahead of Him.'

NAU John 3:29 "He who has the bride is the bridegroom; but the friend of the bridegroom, who stands and hears him, rejoices greatly because of the bridegroom's voice. So this joy of mine has been made full.

NAU Ephesians 1:22 And He put all things in subjection under His feet, and gave Him as head over all things to the church,

NAU Ephesians 1:23 which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all

NAU Ephesians 5:23 For the husband is the head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the church, He Himself being the Savior of the body.

NAU Ephesians 5:24 But as the church is subject to Christ, so also the wives ought to be to their husbands in everything.

NAU Ephesians 5:25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself up for her,

NAU Ephesians 5:26 so that He might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of water with the word,

NAU Ephesians 5:27 that He might present to Himself the church in all her glory, having no spot or wrinkle or any such thing; but that she would be holy and blameless.

NAU Ephesians 5:28 So husbands ought also to love their own wives as their own bodies. He who loves his own wife loves himself;

NAU Ephesians 5:29 for no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ also does the church,

NAU Ephesians 5:30 because we are members of His body.

NAU Ephesians 5:31 FOR THIS REASON A MAN SHALL LEAVE HIS FATHER AND MOTHER AND SHALL BE JOINED TO HIS WIFE, AND THE TWO SHALL BECOME ONE FLESH.

NAU Ephesians 5:32 This mystery is great; but I am speaking with reference to Christ and the church.
