<5401> fo,boj  (phobos)  [Ephesians 5:21, 1 Peter 3:2]

Meaning: flight, fear, dread, terror

Origin: from phebomai (to be put to flight)

Usage: cause of fear(1), fear(37), fearful(1), fears(1),  intimidation(1), respect(1),respectful(1), reverence(1), sense of  awe(1).

Notes:  (1) Lit with respect  

<5399> fobe,w (phobeo)  [1 Peter 3:6]

Meaning: to put to flight, to terrify, frighten

Origin: from 5401

Usage: afraid(41), am afraid(2), fear(27), feared(5), fearful(2),  fearing(6), fears(2), filled with awe(1), frightened(6), have fear(1),  respect(1).

Notes:  (1) Lit and are not (a) Gen 18:12 (b) 1Pe 3:14
