· Evangelism (Ephesians 4:11)
Paul’s compulsion to share the gospel  (1 Corinthians 9:14-22).
Paul’s love for his fellow countrymen (Romans 9:3)
Paul’s work among the gentiles (Romans 11:13-15)

Philip and Timothy were evangelists  (Acts 21:8; 2 Timothy 4:5).
We must be equipped (2 Timothy 3:16-17)


· Apostleship (1 Corinthians 12:28; Ephesians 4:11)
The qualifications for choosing a replacement for Judas (Acts 1:15-22)
Apostles must be witnesses of Christ’s birth/death/resurrection (1 Cor. 9:1-2)
Apostles were given special power of miracles (Acts 2:43)
The Holy Spirit spoke through them (John 16:13)
They were called by Christ himself (Luke 6:13)

Two views of apostles:

· Gift given for a specific time only for formation of the church.

· Gift given for missionary oversight and ongoing ministry to the lost.
