· Prophecy (1 Corinthians 12:10; Romans 12:6)
Prophecy is from God (2 Peter 1:20-21).

Given as a gift to the early church (Acts 2:17-18).
False prophets exist and will continue to exist (Matthew 7:22).


· Spiritual Discernment (1 Corinthians 12:10)
Do not judge a weaker brother (Romans 14:1)
Given in love (Philippians 1:9-11).
Skills come with study of the word (Hebrews 5:13-14).
Discernment at work (Acts 13:5-12).


· Exhortation (Romans 12:8)
Scripture is the source of exhortation.  (2 Timothy 3:16-17)
Exhort through the truth of the gospel.  (Titus 2:11-15)
Exhort in right living.  (1 Thessalonians 4:1)
Exhort through prophecy  (1 Corinthians 14:3)


· Shepherding (Ephesians 4:11, Romans 12:8)
Shepherding & leading are often grouped together with teaching (Eph. 4:11)
Christ is the example of the shepherd (John 10:11)
The shepherd is responsible for the sheep (Acts 20:28)
The shepherd should lead by example (1 Peter 5:1-4)
The shepherding passage (John 10)


· Tongues  (1 Corinthians 12:10)
Are tongues other languages or some “spirit language”? (Acts 2:5)
What is the purpose of tongues (1 Cor. 14:22ff; Acts 19:6; Mark 16:17)?
Are tongues an active gift in today’s church (1 Cor. 13:8)?
The priority of tongues (1 Cor. 12:28; 1 Cor. 14:5-6)
Tongues can and should be controlled (1 Cor. 14:27ff)
