Spiritual Gifts Activity

Read each scenario that is given and determine whether a talent or a spiritual gift is being (or to be) exercised.  If it is a spiritual gift, identify what gift is being used and who should be involved in providing for the need.

· A young couple who is having financial difficulties approaches a deacon about helping through their tough time.  The deacon calls on individuals within the church to help by giving sacrificially.

· The same couple is very thankful that their need was provided for, and wants to make sure they don’t get into the same financial bind again.  They want someone to teach them finances and how to use what God has given them wisely.

· A lady in the church is single with three kids.  She is sick and has to have surgery.  She has insurance, but it’s difficult to manage the kids, her illness, and the financial responsibility that is required.  She needs someone to watch the kids while she recovers, someone to help her get around and take care of the house, and to help financially.

· The music minister is in a bind.  He had someone lined up to sing in the evening service, but that person ate something that made her sick during lunch.  He asks someone to fill in.

· When a particular lady sings in the church, you can truly feel the moving of the Spirit in the church, and in her life.  Her music is certainly a blessing to those who hear it.

· A person is needed to teach a new Sunday School class.  The church is growing, and in order to make room for that growth a new class must be started.

· Because of the growth that the church is seeing an individual is needed to call on those who are visiting.  Many of the new visitors are unchurched, and have never been exposed to the gospel.

· A missions trip is being pulled together to go to Honduras.  Doctors will be going who will be providing medical services to those who live there.  Assistants will be needed to help the doctors, someone will be needed to distribute medicine, backyard VBS classes will be taught, evangelical services will be held in the evenings, and a new church will be built.
